People who come from countries with a high prevalence of tuberculosis are considered susceptible. Norwegian law requires anyone who may be infected with tuberculosis to be examined. People who need treatment for tuberculosis have the right to stay in Norway for the duration of the treatment. The treatment is free.

Tuberculosis is a serious but only somewhat contagious disease that is treatable. There can be many years between the time a person is exposed to tuberculosis and when they become ill, and only very few develop the disease. Common symptoms include a cough that has lasted for more than three weeks, pain in the chest, night sweats, generally feeling unwell, fatigue, loss of appetite and weight loss. If you are experiencing these symptoms, seek professional health care immediately.
